Sermon: “God's Folly: The People God Saves” (2)

Text: 1 Cor. 1:26-31

Introduction: We are examining a passage ranging from 1:18-2:5 dealing
with the subject of God's folly. Paul will make three arguments to show the
folly of God as being true wisdom. The first argument, which we examined on
Memorial Day Sunday was this:
I. The message of the cross- it is infinitely superior to the wisdom of man
(vv. 18-25).
A. Between those perishing and those being saved (v18-21).
B. Between two basic idolatries and the crucified Christ (vv. 22-23a,
24).
C. Between those who reject and those who receive (vv. 23 - 25).
