Sermon: “The Compassion of the Savior” (1)
Text: Isaiah 55:1-5

Introduction: We have now come, here in chapter 55, to the end of the fourth
major division of Isaiah. This “division”, which we have called “The Comfort
of the Gospel” began back in chapter 40 and we said then that there would be
nine specific comforts unfolded in these chapters.

We have been trafficking in the ninth of these comforts since chapter
49 designated as:

IX. The Comfort of the Savior (49-55) — In these chapters are found eight
essential truths concerning the Savior: A. His incarnation (49:1-7); B. His
work (49-8-26); C. His obedience (50:1-11); D. His admonitions (51:1-23); E.
His publishing of salvation (52:1-12); F. His sacrifice (52:13-53:12); G. Our
heritage in the Savior (54:1-17).

Now, today we want to conclude with an eighth essential truth about this
great Savior:

H. The Compassion of the Savior (55:1-13) — four elements:
1. The compassionate (vv. 1-5) — four parts:

a. A great v. 1)
b. An made (v. 2a)
c. The essential (v. 2b, 3a)
1) your (vv. 2b)
2). (v. 2b, 3a)
d. The enacted (vv. 3b-5)
