Introduction: Man continues to sublimate, transfer or reroute his real
problem, his real need away from sin forgiveness to his “felt need” or
“temporal needs.” The real problem of this man who was healed was a sin
problem. His real need was not healing. His real need was the forgiveness of
sin. When we don't recognize this, we make Jesus out to be a great
philanthropist, or a great philosopher, or a moralistic teacher, along the lines of
a Ghandi, or Mother Theresa. A close consideration of this text will reveal four
realities concerning the “forgiveness of sin” dynamic Jesus unfolds here.
